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Is It Possible to Consider Madhyamaka as Nihilism?

Madhyamaka, one of the two leading philosophical schools of Mahayana Buddhism,
has often been characterized throughout its history as a form of radical nihilism,
by both non-Buddhist and Buddhist authors. This classification is apparently
motivated by the Madhyamika thesis of the emptiness (Siinyata) of all phenomena,
which implies the denial of anything substantial, unchanging, and independent, of
any self (atman), in all phenomena (dharma) and individuals. This article examines
Indian and Western, ancient and modern, interpretations of Madhyamaka as
nihilistic. The author’s goal is to demonstrate the fallacy of such interpretations,
relying on a detailed analysis of Chapter 24 of the Mulamadhyamaka-karika,
Nagarjuna’s main work, in which the author polemicizes against an opponent who
accuses his teaching of nihilism. The study concludes that the Madhyamikas did
not deny the reality of the phenomenal world and consciousness, but only the
independent, self-sufficient, and unchanging nature attributed to them. Nagarjuna
uses the theory of two truths in his polemics, which allows him to distinguish
between the conventional and absolute levels of reality and reveal the meaning of
the Buddhist concept of emptiness.
